A new school year is upon us and we are expecting great things for the 2010-2011 

school year.   I hope everyone had a restful summer and is looking forward to getting back into a rou-

tine.  Gunter ISD has been working hard this summer in preparing for another ñExemplaryò year.  I 

would like to take the opportunity to share some exciting and new things taking place at GISD. 

 

School Messenger: 

   Gunter ISD has purchased a new communication tool called School Messenger.  The system is able 

to call parents for a variety of reasons relating to safety and academic performance.  School Messenger 

will be used by all campuses to provide important information and reminders to parents, such as school 

closures due to bad weather, upcoming TAKS testing dates, changes to athletic events, field trips, stu-

dent attendance updates and any other information we feel would be of value to your family.   

We are excited about this tool and believe itôs just another way that GISD can communicate and reach out to our parents. 

 

Enrollment:  

Enrollment is up for the 2010-2011 school year.  As of August 23, 2010, GISD is up 20 students from the previous year.  We 

ended the year at 771 students and are starting this year at 791.  Over the past two years, we have seen a decline in enrollment due to 

smaller kindergarten classes.  During the 2008-2009 and 2009-2010 years, the average kindergarten class at GISD was running ap-

proximately 40 to 45 students.  This yearôs kindergarten class is at 52 students.  A few other classes that have shown increases from 

the previous years are pre-K at 33 students, 8th grade at 71 students and 10th grade currently at 83 students. 

 

Exemplary District and Schools: 

We did it again!  Gunter ISD received an Exemplary rating from the state of Texas Accountability System.  This is two years in a 

row that GISD has had an Exemplary rating.  Each campus also received a rating of Exemplary.  Gunter Elementary school was 

rated Exemplary for 12 consecutive years.  WOW, ñWay to Go Elementary School!ò  Gunter High School has been Exemplary two 

consecutive years and Gunter Middle School has had an Exemplary rating for three straight years. 

On behalf of the District and the School Board, we would like to give a big thank you to all stakeholders that make this possible.  

We understand that it takes an entire team for this to happen.  So, thank you to the students, parents, grandparents, teachers, and ad-

ministrators for your hard work in making Gunter ISD an ñEXEMPLARY DISTRICTò. 

 

Recycle Program: 

Gunter ISD has partnered with Waste Management Group to start a paper recycling program at each campus.  We are excited 

about the opportunity to continue to educate our students about the importance of recycling.  The program is currently paper only, 

but we look forward to building a full recycling program at Gunter ISD in the near future. 

 

District Facility Community Group : 

The Gunter ISD Board has invited a group of parents and community members to be a part of a community facility group.  The 

main goal of the group is take a look at existing facilities, make recommendations for improvements, and create a long range plan 

that will accommodate future growth that will impact our District.  The committee will meet approximately four times during the fall 

semester of 2010.  The process will include a facility tour and current and future demographic studies.  This is an opportunity for our 

District to involve more stakeholders in the decision making process that will impact student learning over a long period of time.  As 

superintendent of this amazing district, I understand that academic performance can be impacted by the quality of a districtôs facili-

ties.  The climate of a school district can be measured by many things and facilities are one of those measures.  The Board and I be-

lieve this committee can help develop a long range plan that can impact the climate of GISD for many students and parents over a 

number of years.
