times, I think we are the best-kept secret around!  We have 
such high expectations and standards in the classroom, in 
boys and girls sports of all kinds, in band and choir, ag, robot-
ics, and other activities.  In fact, here in Gunter, itôs high tide!  
All our students have tremendous opportunities to excel in 
just about every way possible! 

One of the ways we have seen our students excel in the 
past and are working to see them excel in the future is in the 
area of respect for others.  You are probably aware of the 
bullying issues in the national news in the past few months.  
In fact, since April, 1999 and the horrific events at Columbine 
High School in Colorado, these issues have been seen differ-
ently by educators across the country.  Many people have 
begun to realize that it can happen anywhere.   

In the last year, everything has changed again.  In the new 
online world of Facebook and Twitter, ñcyber-bullyingò is an 
area of concern.  We would be foolish to say ñit canôt happen 
here.ò 

When I first came to Gunter, one of the things I noticed was 
how polite many students were.  You may know that we have 
implemented several programs to continue to emphasize this 
important area of helping kids grow into responsible, produc-
tive, and caring adults. 

At the middle school, we use Project Wisdom, a series of 
announcements featuring quotes by notable figures and 
ñsomething to think about.ò  These announcements are about 
showing respect, thinking of others, kindness, smiling, doing 
the right thing, etc.  Everyone at GMS hears an announce-
ment just after the pledges and moment of  
silence each morning. 
This year, weôve started another new program ï  
ñR-Timeò in grades K-6 and ñNegotiateò in grades 7 and 8.  R-
Time and Negotiate focus on randomly pairing students to-
gether and giving them the opportunity to practice good man-
ners, cooperation, and civility.  Teachers are to model ex-
pected behaviors and students mirror these behaviors as they 

engage in conversations about topics 
that include bullying, popularity, peer 
pressure, and ñdoing whatôs rightò.  
The hope is that as students practice 
respect and courtesy, Gunter Middle 
School students will produce a learn-
ing environment that is free of the 
ñtypicalò middle school problems. 

 Student goals for the program in-
clude: 

Ability to plan and work co-

operatively and successfully with 
others. 

Compete fairly, win or lose with dignity and show of respect 

for others. 

Recognize and stand up for their rights and for the rights of 

others. 

Understand and value both the differences and the things 

in common between people. 

Respect the rights of others to have beliefs and values dif-

ferent from their own. 

Develop the social, emotional and behavioral skills that 

influence practically all aspects of personal, school, home, 
and community life.  
 

You will also soon be hearing about a program for grades 7 
ï 12 called Rachelôs Challenge.  This will include a program 
for students during school and an identical program for par-
ents that same evening.  You wonôt want to miss it. 

It  is  my  desire  that, just  as  in  the  other areas I  
mentioned, we will have high standards in the area of  
respect ï that we will teach our kids the importance of  
respecting themselves and others ï so that our students will 
be able to be the best they can be and use their  
education as a springboard to a lifetime of opportunity.
