We do accept applications for The Free 

and Reduced Meal programs anytime 

throughout the year, if your familyôs situa-

tions change for any reason, (i.e. loss of 

employment, changes in family size, liv-

ing situations, etcé)

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Gunter ISD, along with 31 members of the community, spent the 

fall semester reviewing the current campus and extracurricular  

facilities.  The committee known as the Gunter ISD Community 

Facility Group met four times during the fall.  The goal and mission 

of the group was to look at existing facilities, gather data, and make 

recommendations that will aid GISD in making quality improve-

ments to existing facilities. 

In 2005, voters approved a twenty million dollar bond program 

that allowed GISD to start construction.  Of the twenty million  

approved, 13 million has been used for a new elementary school 

and renovation to the existing high school.  These renovations in-

clude new high school administration offices, a fine arts wing, a 

new commons and stage area, new cafeteria, kitchen and serving 

lines, additional science and computer labs, new library with a  

computer research lab and four additional classrooms.  

Other projects included a new softball field, lighting at the base-

ball and softball fields, a fire lane located at the back of the high 

school and a new parking lot addition located at the high school.  

With 7 million remaining, GISD and the school board wanted to 

involve a number of stakeholders in the data gathering and decision 

making process that would produce a plan for the future use of the 

remaining bond package. 

 The process of establishing this facility group started back in 

August when the school board members each submitted five names 

of community members they felt could bring wisdom and  

experience to the committee.  Invitations to join the committee were 

sent with 32 members agreeing to join GISD on this project. 

 The first meeting was held on October 11 and served as the kick-

off meeting where the committee was introduced to the mission and 

goals for the group.  The committee was educated on the school 

districtôs current building bond capacity, the current and past  

property values, past bond and building projects, current and future 

enrollment projections, a demographic study and current facilities. 

The second meeting, on November 2, consisted of a facility tour 

where committee members toured the facilities looking at all  

instructional and extracurricular facilities.  Emphasis was placed on 

potential problems and areas of future concerns associated with the 

current facilities. 

The third meeting, held on November 18, allowed the committee 

to complete an evaluation survey.  The survey listed all current 

GISD facilities and encouraged the members to rate the facilities 

based on the following rating system:  5 - Clearly Outstanding,  

4 - Exceeds Expectations, 3 -  Meets Expectations, 2 - Needs  

Improvement and 1 - Unsatisfactory.  The survey form was broken 

down by each campus along with an extracurricular category.  The 

final results can be seen on our website at www.gunterisd.org under 

other areas of interest. 

The fourth and final meeting, on  

December 6, allowed the group to see 

the compiled scores of the committeeôs 

evaluation forms.  This data collection 

allowed the group to make a final  

recommendation to the school board on 

what needs to be done in order to im-

prove our facilities, ultimately having a 

positive impact on student learning.  

The final plan was developed and  

broken into five areas of concern: 

Middle School 

Parking Lots and Lighting 

Extracurricular Facilities 

Tiger Lane Traffic 

Administration offices

The Board and Administration stressed to the committee that 

there are no current timelines in place to spend the remaining seven 

million.  Property values would have to increase to allow the  

capacity to sell the remaining bonds.  Again, the goal of the group 

was to help the school board in the planning process for the future.  

We at GISD believe the future is bright and the opportunities to 

plan for the future are very important to the success of our school 

district.

All-Region Band 
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I am thankful to be a Principal at a great place like Gunter High 

School.  We have great students here.  Our students are well-behaved, 

well-mannered, well-dressed and always represent our school, their 

families, and our community with pride.  We are always receiving 

compliments from coaches and sponsors 

and parents from other districts about 

the way our students behave and repre-

sent us.  When groups from our schools 

go on field trips, they are often compli-

mented on their behavior.  This, I be-

lieve, is a credit to our districtôs teach-

ers, administration and Board.  It is also 

a big credit to our parents and our com-

munity.  We all have high expectations 

for our young people.   

But just like any other community 

and school district, we have areas in which there is room for improve-

ment.  One of those areas is how we treat each other.  In todayôs fast 

paced society we are surrounded by lots of influences ranging from 

TV personalities, musical artists, professional athletes, and society in 

general that donôt exactly promote compassion and genuine apprecia-

tion and respect for others.  All of these can factor in to the problem 

schools have with bullying, exclusion, elitism, name-calling, and a 

general lack of compassion that kids have for other students.   

Social network sites and electronic media such as cell phones 

(texting) has also become a major part of this as well.  More and more 

there are cases of suicide, depression, and tragedy that are occurring 

across the nation with young people.  I believe that a general lack of 

compassion and respect for others is one of the main causes (if not the 

main cause) for all of this.  Thatôs why more and more communities 

and schools are looking at ways to start combating this.  We want our 

students to recognize the importance of appreciating and re-

specting others.  We want students to accept differences in 

others and respect and find value in them for what their 

strengths are.  There is so much more to a person than what 

they appear to be on the outside.   

How do we begin to change the culture and climate on our 

campuses?  Where do we begin?  That is a question that staff 

and administration in our school district and many other dis-

tricts have asked ourselves.  Through some research and in-

vestigation on what direction we could go with this, we de-

cided on a program called ñRachelôs Challengeò.   

Rachel Scott was the first student to die during the Colum-

bine High School tragedy in 1999.  Rachelôs story is signifi-

cant and very relevant because it ties directly into everything 

that we believe all students in schools everywhere are faced 

withé all of the indifference and lack of compassion for 

others.   

This program features a dynamic presentation by a capti-

vating speaker who tells the story of Rachel Scott and the 

whole Columbine tragedy.  It focuses on Rachel because of the ex-

traordinary person she was and the morals and values that she commit-

ted to live her life by.  Before her untimely death, she developed her 

own philosophy on compassion for others and dedicated herself to live 

by these values.  Her theory was based 

on the simple question ñwhat would 

happen if everyone committed at least 

one random act of kindness each day.ò  

She wanted to start a ñchain reaction of 

kindnessò.  Through her remarkable 

story and the events that unfolded prior 

to and after the tragedy, Rachel has 

touched thousands of lives.  This is a 

tremendous program with lots of depth 

that has much to offer our students.  

When some of us from our district vis-

ited other schools and saw the presentation that began the program in 

their school, we agreed that it was a perfect fit for us.  It is a very com-

prehensive program that involves the whole community, school staff, 

and student body.   

We are very excited to bring this to our school on January 24.  

There will be a two-assembly presentation to our students that day.  

One will be for our students in grades 7 through 9 and another for 

students in grades 10 through 12.  There will also be a community-

wide presentation on January 24  at 7 pm in the GHS Event Center.   

We want to encourage all of our parents and community to come 

participate.  We are hoping that this will mark the beginning of a sig-

nificant change of climate in our schools and community.  We want 

everyone to be a stakeholder for change.   Come out and help us get it 

kicked off!
