Gunter ISD/FFA Show Team Policy
NAME______________________________________
The Gunter FFA Show Team will be defined as any Gunter FFA member who shows projects at any level.  These projects must be recommended, approved, guided, and supervised by the FFA Advisor/Agriculture Teacher.  This includes any FFA member project kept on school grounds or other places approved by the FFA Advisor/Agriculture Teacher.   The goal of the Show Team is to foster team spirit, teamwork, and develop skills of all members.  It takes work, dedication, and a willingness to help others to become a winner anywhere in life.
By signing below, the parents and students (FFA Show Team members) agree to abide by the following:
		*participate as often as possible in shows-especially when recommended by the FFA Advisor.  Major show supervision by the Advisor is limited so discuss these far in advance with the FFA Advisor.  Deadlines are very important for this-PLAN AHEAD and MEET DEADLINES.
		*attend at least two (2) local Gunter FFA Chapter meetings during the current school year.
	*everyone should be committed to begin an activity EARLY-that means after plans are organized then carry out the set up for the plan.  Get the showbox ready, panels in trailers, bedding in trailers, wash/clip animals, polish/paint, etc…   THE BEST QUESTION YOU CAN ASK IS, “What can I do to help get ready?”  Surprise everyone, be the first one to start it.  
	*everyone should be committed enough to stay until ALL the work is done-you are expected to make sure all parts of facilities are cleaned and maintained after you use them-don’t leave it to someone else to do.  Make sure the trailers are cleaned out, supplies are put away, showbox is cleaned and put up, etc..  THE BEST QUESTION YOU CAN ASK IS, “What else do I need to do to finish?”  Surprise everyone, be the last to see all is done.
	*take proper care of all GISD/Gunter FFA/Gunter FFA Alumni equipment whenever you use it.  Make sure the scales, trailer, clippers, etc.. are CLEAN when you finish with them-every day, every time you use them.   Return it better than its condition when you borrowed it.
	*always dress appropriately for show day.  Wear your FFA Show Team shirt, proper jeans, and most of the time chukka boots are the best footwear.  Leather soled boots or ‘old work boots’ just won’t do the job.  
*The FFA member is in the showring only to show the animal, NOT themselves.  Look nice, the judge’s focus should be on the animal, not on you.    Show pride for your family, school, and FFA chapter.  Do it the right way.  
*Parents don’t coach from the sidelines (see copy of ‘Commandments for Parents of FFA Youth Showing Animals’).  Once a student is in the show ring, they are supposed to know what to do from the many hours of practice.  Let the FFA Advisor help them along the way.  Parental involvement should be to encourage and support FFA members.  Let the coach/FFA Advisor make corrections. 
*students and parents MUST complete “Quality Counts-Texas Trails” Verification on-line.  Print the certificate and bring for Advisor to keep on file. 
*secure approval of the FFA Advisor/Ag. Teacher for the project, make sure the project is of high quality and that everyone (the entire family) understands the commitment to this project (especially animal projects).   Attend as many workshops and view websites as much as possible.  
* Don’t try something new without discussing it with the Advisor/Ag. Teacher first.   There are NOT any ‘magic’ potions that will change a project in a few days-especially if that project was not that good in the beginning.  A good plan is a well thought out plan.  Keeping plans simple are the best plans to keep.
*if any show entry is not of good quality, if instructions are not followed, if a student/FFA member fails or is not academically eligible, or if deadlines are not met: these will not be given approval by the FFA Advisor/Ag. Teacher and the entry card will not be signed.
*the FFA Advisor/Agriculture Teacher is the coach, support the coach and let the coach do their job.   Private, confidential conversations are appropriate and welcomed.
