Gunter FFA Constitution

(adopted May 1999)
Article I-Name, Mission, Strategies


Section A The name of this organization shall be the Gunter Chapter of FFA.  Members are hereinafter referred to as “FFA members” and the letters “FFA” may be used to designate the chapter, its activities, or members thereof.


Section B  FFA makes a positive difference in the lives of students by developing their potential for premier leadership, personal growth, and career success through agricultural education.  To accomplish this mission, the FFA:

1. develops competent and assertive agricultural leadership

2. increases awareness of the global and technological importance of agriculture and its contribution to our well-being.

3. strengthens the confidence of agriculture students in themselves and their work.
4. promotes the intelligent choice and establishment of an agricultural career.

5. encourages achievement in supervised agricultural experience programs.

6. encourages wise management of economic, environmental, and human resources .

7. develops interpersonal skills in teamwork, communications, human relations, and social interaction.

8. builds character and promotes citizenship, volunteerism, and patriotism.

9. promotes cooperation and cooperative attitudes among people.

10. promotes healthy lifestyles.

11. encourages excellence in scholarship.
Article II Organization


Section A  The Gunter Chapter of FFA is a chartered local unit of the Texas Association of the FFA which is chartered by the National FFA Organization.


Section B  This chapter accepts in full the provisions in the constitution and bylaws of the Texas Association of FFA as well as those of the National FFA Organization.

Article III Membership


Section A  Open to currently enrolled agri-science students and the previous year paid members who were unable to schedule an agri-science class.  Membership must be concurrent to retain status.


Section B  Membership in this chapter shall be of three kinds:  1) Active  

2) Alumni  3) Honorary , as defined by the National FFA Constitution.


Section C  Regular work of this chapter shall be carried on by the active membership


Section D  Honorary membership in this chapter shall be limited to the Honorary Chapter FFA Degree.


Section E  Active members in good standing may vote on all business brought before the chapter.  An active member shall be considered in good standing when:

1. They attend local chapter meetings regularly.  Emergency meetings are not considered regular meetings.

2. They show interest and take part in affairs of the chapter.
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3. They participate in local chapter fundraisers in order to attend activities for recreation.

4. They pay their dues regularly.

Section F  Names of members shall be filed with Membership Development Committee.

Section G  Suspension of Membership or Priveleges

1. All paid members are expected to represent their school and chapter at a higher standard while at school and especially when attending contests, banquets, conventions, stock shows, and other FFA sponsored events.

2. When members do not uphold these high standards at school or while attending FFA sponsored activities they will be held accountable with the following results:

*Possession or knowledge of alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco, or vandalism/theft will result in suspension from further FFA activities for the year and counsel with the Advisor to join the following year.

*Profanity in language or gestures in a public place or directed toward other members, teachers/staff, adult sponsors, or the Advisor will result in suspension from further FFA activities for the year.

*Suspension will also be the result of falsifying documents, cheating, or lying.

*Inappropriate actions such as discourtesy, being late, loud disruptions, minor vandalism, etc. will result in:




1st offense-30 minutes extra work




2nd offense-1 hour extra work




3rd offense-suspension for the year

3. The Gunter FFA will also uphold the “Standards for Student Conduct” and “General Misconduct Violations” written in the Gunter High School Student Handbook.

Article IV Emblem


Section A  The emblem of the FFA shall be the emblem for the chapter.


Section B  Emblems used by the members shall be designated by the National Organization of the FFA.

Article V Membership Degrees and Priveleges


Section A  There shall be four degrees of active membership.  These are the Greenhand FFA Degree, Chapter FFA Degree, State FFA Degree, and American FFA Degree.  The National FFA shall set the minimum qualification for each degree.  The State FFA of Texas will set other qualifications.


Section B  Honorary membership shall be bestowed on the chapter level according to service to the Gunter FFA to deserving individuals.
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Section C  Members attending events as Gunter FFA representatives will be required to wear Official FFA Dress at events above the local level such as Banquets, Contests, Meeting, and Conventions.

Article VI Officers and Elections


Section A  Officers of the Gunter FFA Chapter shall be: President, Vice- President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter, Sentinel, Student Advisor.  Additional offices shall be opened by the Advisor as the need arises.  Officers will perform duties listed in the Official FFA Manual and others instituted by the Chapter.


Section B  The election process shall be as follows:

1. elections will be annually by a committee selected by the Advisor.

2. candidates will submit applications one week prior to elections.

3. candidates must be in Official FFA Dress to present elections speech.

4. candidates must be present at elections for consideration.

5. candidates must attend training sessions as/if required by the Advisor.

Section C  Gunter FFA Chapter Officers shall constitute the Executive Committee.  This Executive Committee shall have full power to act as necessary for the Chapter.  The Executive Committee will have full power to dismiss other members of said committee that are not fulfilling their duties as a Gunter FFA Officer.

Section D  Elected officers shall be required to attend all Gunter FFA sponsored activities and memorize their part in ceremonies.

Section E  Candidates may be re-elected to a position they previously held.

Section F  Gunter FFA Chapter Officers shall wear Official FFA Dress at regular meetings and other special events.

Section G  Elected Gunter FFA Officers must be enrolled in agri-science courses for their year of service.

Section H  Honorary members shall not vote or hold office in the chapter except that of Advisor.

Article VII  Meetings


Section A  Regular chapter meetings shall be held monthly during the school year as scheduled by suggestions of the members and Executive Committee with approval by the Advisor.  Special meetings may be called any time.


Section B  Standard FFA meeting paraphernalia shall be used in meetings.  Regular meetings shall open and close with the proper official ceremony.  Correct parliamentary procedure according to Dr. Gray’s Parliamentary Guide for FFA shall be used to transact business at meetings.


Section C  Gunter FFA voting delegates, as specified by the Texas FFA Constitution, shall be appointed by the Advisor.


Section D  A majority of active members listed on the official Gunter FFA Roster shall constitute a quorum.  A quorum must be present to vote or transact business.


Section E  Refreshments, activities, and door prizes are at the discretion of the Executive Committee and/or the Advisor.
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Article VIII Dues


Section A  Local dues shall be set in accordance with annual requirements at the district, area, state, and national levels.


Section B  Full chapter, district, area, state, and national dues shall be paid by all active members.


Section C  No member is considered active unless all levels of FFA dues are paid in full.

Article IX  Amendments


Section A  The Gunter FFA Constitution may be amended at any regular meeting with two weeks prior written notice by a two-thirds vote from a quorum at the meeting.  Proposed changes may not conflict with the state or national constitutions of the FFA.


Section B  Bylaws may be adopted according to the procedures in Article IX, Section A.

Article X  Interpretations


All interpretations of this constitution will be made by the FFA Advisor who is the Agricultural Science Teacher at Gunter High School.
